* If you produce waste, such as spent lubrication oil, paint, organic solvents,
acid and alkali, asbestos, etc., which are classified as chemical waste, you
must register with EPD as Chemical Waste Producers and follow the specific
requirements (see Section 3.2 or the EPD guidebook [17]).

If your works involves removing asbestos brake linings, which are classified as

Part A chemical waste, you must register with EPD as Chemical Waste Producers,
notify EPD before disposal of such material and follow the specific requirements
(see the EPD guidebooks [17,27]).

Vehicle repair workshop repairing LPG vehicles should also meet the requirements
set out by the Electrical and Mechanical Services Department (EMSD). Written
approval from EMSD is also required.

* |[nstall appropriate air pollution control equipment in the workshop to abate the
emission of pollutants such as volatile organic compounds, paint mist, welding

fumes, dust and suspended particulates, during the vehicle maintenance work, e.g.,
paint spraying, vehicle body polishing, welding, cutting and repair, etc.
