


Reminder

If you produce chemical waste such as unwanted or expired pharmaceutical products or
medicines, you must register with EPD. Chemical waste such as dangerous drugs,

part 1 poisons and antibiotics is further classified as Part A chemical waste, you must also
notify EPD prior to disposal. See Section 3.2 or the EPD guidebook [17] for details of
requirements.

Latest Regulatory Requirements

The legislation to specify the operational requirements for clinical waste producers, collectors and disposal
facility operator will become effective. Clinical waste producers will have to follow the legislative
requirements to handle clinical waste and consign the clinical waste to licensed clinical waste collectors. A
charge will be levied on clinical waste delivered to the Chemical Waste Treatment Centre for disposal.
