ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
Conditions in the Current Environmental Permit

Pursuant to Section 10 of the Environmental Impact Assessment Ordinance (EIAO),
the Director of Environmental Protection granted the Environmental Permit (No. EP-
453/2013) to the West Kowloon Cultural District Authority on 18 November 2013.

In January 2014, application for Variation of Environmental Permit (VEP) was
submitted to vary Figure 1 of EP-453/2013 to show revised alignment of the
Underpass Road servicing the WKCD which was amended in February 2014. In June
2016, application for VEP was submitted to vary “Scale and Scope of Designated
Projects” in Part B, Condition 2.9 in Part C and Figure 1 and Figure 3 of the EP-
453/2013/A to present revised alignment of the Underpass Road servicing the WKCD
with removal of the interim underpass road connecting to Austin Road West which
was amended in July 2016.

Under the current EP (EP-453/2013/B), the alignment of the Underpass Road (UR)
servicing the WKCD is presented in Figure 1 and Figure 3. Figure 3 of the EP also
presents the location and extent of open road section and proposed sound-absorbing
material.

Proposed Variations

Alignment of the UR

The proposed roundabout of the UR has been realigned and overlay of revised
alignment (in orange colour) on Figure 1 and Figure 3 of the EP (EP-453/2013/B) is
presented in Exhibit A and Exhibit B below.

The total length of carriageway for western portion of the UR remains unchanged
while that for the eastern portion of the UR is expected to be shortened (refer to
Exhibit D and Table 2-1).

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2.3 Reasons for Variations

2.3.1 Throughout the course of the design development of the UR alignment, continuous
efforts have been undertaken to optimize structural design, civil works, road works,
and spatial utilization to achieve an efficient and safe development layout.

23.2 Key issues identified in the original loop road design include a misleading roundabout
layout, where traffic is required to yield at the main road shown in Exhibit F, and an
unconventional roundabout-like loop road design that prohibits U-turn movements,

which potentially confusing unfamiliar drivers.

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233 In line with these objectives, key issues and to further enhance road safety while
improving spatial efficiency, a revised alignment for the UR has been proposed. This

Describe the environmental changes arising from the proposed variations

Based on the proposed variations detailed in Section 2.2, which include realignment
of roundabout to improve spatial efficiency, update to traffic flow for the UR which is
generally lower than that adopted in the approved EIA Report and shorter total length
of carriageway, the environmental changes are expected to be related to air quality
aspect. The location of portals and ventilation shafts/openings for the proposed
variations will remain unchanged from that in the VEP. With consideration of the
proposed variations, assuming that the assessment year is the same as that in the
approved EIA Report, it is expected that the portal emissions due to the UR will not
induce adverse air quality impact during operation phase of the Project and the
conclusions of the air quality impact assessment of the approved EIA Report is still
considered valid (i.e. not worse than the approved WKCD EIA Report).

The proposed UR is mostly underground and covered while the location and extent
of open road section and noise mitigation measures remain the same as that in
approved EIA Report. As the current traffic flow for UR is expected to be generally
lower than that in the approved EIA Report, adverse noise impact during operation
phase of the Project is not expected. The conclusion of the noise impact assessment
of the approved EIA Report still considered valid (i.e. not worse than the approved
WKCD EIA Report).

The proposed variations are not expected to induce environmental change for
aspects including Water Quality, Waste Management, Land Contamination, Ecology
(Terrestrial) and Landscape and Visual Impact. No adverse impacts are expected.

Based on the information provided in Section 2.3.3 and Section 2.4, the environment
will not be affected and the community is expected to benefit with enhanced road
safety while improving spatial efficiency.
