3. Environmental Monitorin!! and Audit CEM&A) Reauirements 

3.1 The Pennit Ho1der shall imp1ement the EM&A programme in accordance with the 
procedures and requirements as set out in the EM&A Manual. Any major changes to 
the programme shall be justified by the ET leader and verified by the IEC as 
conforming to the requirements set out in the EM&A Manua1 , and shall seek the prior 
approva1 from the before imp1ementation.

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3.2 The EM&A programme shal1 include a 1-year period of water quality impact

3.3 The Pem1it Holder shall take samples, measurements and necessary remedial actions 
in accordance with the requirements of the EM&A Manual by: 

(i) conducting baseline environmental monitoring; 

(ii) conducting impact monitoring; 

(iii) ca汀ying out remedial actions described in the Event/Action Plans of the 
EM&A Manual in accordance with the time frame set out in the Event/ Action 
Plans, or as agreed by the Director, in case where specified criteria in the 
EM&A Manual are exceeded; and 

(iv) logging and keeping records of the details of (i) to (iii) above for al1 
parameters within 3 working days of the co l1ection of data or completion of 
remedial action(s), for the pu中ose of preparing and submitting the monthly 
EM&A Reports and to make available the information for inspection on site. 

3.4 The Pem1it Holder shall submit 4 hard copies and 1 electronic copy of relevant 
Baseline Monitoring Report(s) to the Director at least one month before the 
com l11encement of construction of the Pr叮ect. The submission(s) shal1 be certified 
by the ET Leader and verified by the IEC as having cO l11plied with the requirements 
as set out in the EM&A Manual before submission to the Director. Additional copies 
of the Baseline Monitoring Report(s) shall be provided upon request by the Director. 

3.5 The Permit Holder shall submit 1 hard copy and 1 electronic copy ofMonthly EM&A 
Reports for the construction and operation phases of the Project to the Director, 
within 2 weeks after the end of the reporting month. The monthly EM&A Reports 
shall include an executive summa叮 of all environmental audit results, together with 
actions taken in the event of non-compliance (exceedances) of the environmental 
quality performance limits (Action and Limit Levels) , complaints received and 
emergency events relating to violation of environmental legislation (such as illegal 
dumping). The submissions shall be certified by the ET Leader and verified by the 
IEC as having complied with the requirements as set out in the EM&A Manual before 
sub l11ission to the Director. Additional copies of the Monthly EM&A Reports shall 
be provided upon request by the Director. 

3.6 All environmenta1 l110nitoring and audit data sub l11itted under this Permit shall be true, 
valid and co汀ect.

4. Electronic Reoortin!! of EM&A Information 

4.1 To facilitate public inspection of the Baseline Monitoring Report(s) and Monthly 
EM&A Reports via the EIAO Intemet Website and at the EL也o Register Office, 
electronic copies of these Reports shall be prepared in Hyper Text Markup Languag游世為
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(HTML) (version 4.0 or later) and in Portable Document Format (PDF version 1.3 or 
later), unless otherwise agreed by the Director and sha11 be submitted at the same time 
as the hard copies as described in Conditions 3.4 and 3.5 above. For the HTML 
version , a content page capable of providing hyperlink to each section and sub­
section of these Reports sha11 be included in the beginning of the document. 
Hyperlinks to a11 figures , drawings and tables in these Reports sha11 be provided in 
the main text from where the respective references are made. Al l graphics in these 
Reports sha11 be in interlaced GIF, JPEG or PDF format unless otherwise agreed by 
the Director. The content of the electronic copies of these Reports must be the same 
as the hard copies 

4.2 The Permit Holder sha11, within 6 weeks after the commencement of construction of 
the Project, set up a dedicated Intemet website and notify the Director in writing the 
Intemet address where the envirorunental monitoring data and project infonnation is 
to be placed. All envirorunental monitoring data described in Condition 4.1 above 
sha11 be made available to the public via the abovementioned dedicated Intemet 
website in the shortest possible time and in any event no later than 2 weeks after the 
relevant environmental monitoring data are co11ected or become available, unless 
otherwise agreed with the Director. All finalised submissions and plans required in 
this Pennit sha11 be made available to the public via the dedicated Intemet website in 
the shortest possible time and in any event no later than 2 weeks after the submissions 
and plans are approved by or deposited with the Director, unless otherwise agreed 
with the Director. The Pennit Holder sha11 maintain the dedicated website for public 
access of the envirorunental monitoring data, reports and finalised submissions and 
plans throughout the entire construction period and during the first 3-year period after 
commencement of operation of the Pr吋ect ， or otherwise as agreed by the Director. 

4.3 The Intemet website as described in Condition 4.2 above sha11 enable user-friendly 
public access to the environmental monitoring data and project infom1ation including 
the Project Profile, EIA Report, envirorunental permit(s) and finalised submissions 
and plans required under this Pennit. Unless otherwise agreed by the Director, the 
Intemet website sha11 have features capable of: 

(i) providing access to a11 environmental monitoring data of this Project 
co11ected since the commencement of construction; 

(ii) providing access to a11 finalised submissions as required under this Pennit; 

(iii) searching by date; 

(iv) searching by types of monitoring data ; and 

(v) hyperlinking to relevant monitoring data after searching 
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1. This Pennit consists of three pa肘， name1y，包且主 (Main Pennit) ， 包旦旦 (Description
of Designated Project) and Pa且主 (Permit Conditions). Any person relying on this 
permit should obtain independent legal advice on the legal implications under the 
EL屯0， and the fo11owing notes are for genera1 information only. 

2. If there is a breach of any condition of this Permit, the Director or his authorised 
officer may, with the consent of the Secretary for the Enviromnent, order the 
cessation of associated work until the remedial action is taken in respect of the 
resultant environmental damage, and in that case the Permit Ho1der sha11 not cany out 
any associated works without the pe口nission of the Director or his authorised officer. 

3. The Pem1Ít Holder may apply under Section 13 of the EIAO to the Director for a 
variation of the conditions of this Permit. The Permit Holder sha11 replace the 
original permit displayed on the Project site by the amended pennit. 

4. A person who assumes the responsibility for the whole or a part of the Project may, 
before he assumes responsibility of the Pr吋ect， apply under Section 12 of the EIAO 
to the Director for a further environmental permit. 

5. Under Section 14 ofthe EL久0 ， the Director may with the consent ofthe Secretary for 
the Environment, suspend, vary or cancel this Permit. The suspended , varied or 
cance11ed Permit sha11 be removed from display at the Pr句 ect slte. 

6. If this Permit is cance11ed or surrendered during construction or operation of the 
Pr吋ect， another environmental permit must be obtained under the EIAO before the 
Project could be continued. It is an offence under Section 26(1) of the EIAO to 
construct or operate a designated project listed in Part 1 of Schedule 2 of the EIAO 
without a va1id enviromnental pennit. 

7. Any person who constructs or operates the Project contrary to the conditions in the 
Permit, and is convicted of an offence under the EL久0 ， is 1iable: 

(i) on a frrst conviction on indictment to a fine of $2 mi11ion and to 
imprisonment for 6 months; 

(ii) on a second or subsequent conviction on indictment to a fine of $5 mi11ion 
and to imprisonment for 2 years; 

(iii) on a first summary conviction to a fine at level 6 and to imprisomnent for 6 
months; 

(iv) on a second or subsequent summary conviction to a fme of $1 million and to 
imprisonment for 1 year; and 

(v) in any case where the offence is of a continuing nature, the court or 
magistrate may impose a fine of $10,000 for each day on which he is 
satisfied the offence continued. 

8. The Permit Holder may appeal against any condition of this Permit under Section 17 
ofthe EL久o within 30 days of receipt of this Permit 

9. The Notes are for general reference only and that the Permit Holder should refer to 
the EIAO for details and seek independent legal advice.
