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The Hazardous Chemicals Control Ordinance (HCCO) (Cap 595) was passed into law in the Legislative Council in 2007 and will commence operation in phases from 1 April 2008.  The Ordinance aims to regulate, through an activity-based permit system, the import, export, manufacture and use of non-pesticide hazardous chemicals that have potentially harmful or adverse effects on human health or the environment, including those covered by the Stockholm Convention and the Rotterdam Convention.
To facilitate a better understanding of the HCCO by the concerned trades, the Environmental Protection Department (EPD) is organizing two HCCO Introductory Seminars to brief the trades on the main contents and focus points of the HCCO.  The contents and logistics of the seminars are as below:
