2. Any school interested in the competitions, please sign and fax the Reply Slip (Annex II) to the Warehouse Teenage Club on or before 20 November 2004, Saturday (Fax No. 2873 2144).

3. All artwork with Enrolment form (Annex III) should be sent to the Warehouse Teenage Club on or before 19 December 2004, Sunday, 5:00 p.m.
4. All artworks must be original and have never been published or gained any prize in other competition.

5. The winning artworks would be displayed in the Warehouse Teenage Club.

6. All environmental scarves would be donated to elderly centre, orphanage or other charitable organization.

7. Copyright of all artworks belongs to the organizer.

8. The winning environmental toys would not be returned to the competitors.  All school authorities please collect other competing toys within one month after the result is being announced.  Uncollected items would be at the free disposal of the organizer.

9. All environmental scarves would not be returned to participants.

Prizes:

Champion, 1st runner-up, 2nd runner-up and Merit Award will be selected for each competition. The Most Enthusiastic School Award for school with most participants. Prizes would be presented during the Opening Ceremony of the Warehouse Environmental Resource Centre.  All winners and 5 students from the Most Enthusiastic School would be invited to take part in an Artist Workshop.
