· Theme:

· Size:
Length 60 cm

Width 60 cm

Height unlimited

· All artworks must be accompanied by manuals.

· All artworks must be made out of waste materials.

2. Environmental Comics Competition

· Theme:
Environmental protection e.g. energy saving, waste reduction, water saving, fresh air, noise reduction, green life, green school, polluter pay, etc.

· Colour:
4-8 squares strip comics, in black and white (pencil drawing alone not accepted) or multi-colours, each square should be 12 cm X 12cm.

· Computer drawings, cutouts and photos are not accepted.

· Language:
Both Chinese and English are welcomed.

· Artworks need not be mounted but must be protected by thick cardboards.

· The organizer would not be responsible for any damage to artworks when send in by

post.

Competition Regulations:

1. Teams with 2-5 students are invited to take part in one or two competitions.  The number of artworks presented by each participating school is unlimited.

8. All artworks would not be returned to participants.
